Proposed event
Clipstone Parish Council Spooky Disco
Suggested date: Saturday 215 October 2023 2pm — 4pm at the Village Hall

A free event aimed at primary school age children, aged 12 years old and under. This will be
a ticketed event, so numbers are kept within the maximum hall occupancy, and tickets to be
collected from the Village Hall. All children must be accompanied by an adult, there will be
prizes for best pumpkin, best costume and best accompanying adult costume.

A bouncy castle, disco and party games has potentially been sourced free of charge and in
exchange for promotion of the business and the use of the hall for a day to clean the
businesses bouncy castles at the end of the season.

It is recommended the Council provide light snacks and drinks for children.
